          Did I just blink and Summer is over? It al-
ways seems that I look forward to summer with 
the fishing, the beach, camping and all those 
great plans and before you know it…poof it’s  
Labor Day. Maybe, if I didn’t have something 
planned for every spare minute, it might go 
slower. I’ll have to work on that, maybe if I throw 
out some of those honey do lists I might have 
some free time.   
          The Housatonic trip at the beginning of 
August came off in spite of the wet weather. 
There were some nice hatches on Saturday and 
the sun shined on all the good little Flyrodders. 
But just to bring everyone back to reality, it 
started raining just in time for dinner Saturday 
night. We did manage to feed everyone between 
the rain drops although, the famous Saturday 
night campfire was cancelled due to rain. Now for 
the question of the month…How many Flyrod-
ders can you fit under an 8 x 12 foot awning in a 
rain storm? The highlight of the evening was 
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            Some of the best bass 
fishing is found in rivers with 
alternating areas of flat shal-
lows and deep holes.  The upper Hudson is prime 
Smallmouth territory with a bottom consisting of 
shelves and pits where the bass can lie in ambush. In 
the summer months, lower water levels usually allow 
wading access to these spots, but rain and high water 
can prove frustrating, especially when you see fish 
working bait just out of your casting zone.   
            The high water also affects smaller streams and 
creeks when banks that were formally paths to open ar-
eas are submerged.  What’s an angler to do? The per-
fect solution to fluctuating water levels and limited 
launch access is the canoe. Since we purchased our ca-
noe (Paddlin Maddlin), we have enjoyed many hours in 
places we never fished in spite of their proximity.     
            Fishing from a canoe presents many advantages; 
it can be easily transported without a trailer, doesn’t re-
quire a lot of water to navigate, and if the water be-
comes too shallow it can be portaged over to the next 
stretch. As for angling advantages, a canoe can provide 
a stealthy approach into weed beds and give you the 
best casting angle to target the pockets. 
            Flyfishing in a canoe, especially with two an-
glers, is slightly more challenging than spinfishing, but 
once you develop certain habits and skills it’s easy to 
adapt.  Rods should be strung on shore and handed in 
once one angler is seated. Lay the rods with the tips 
straight off the bow and stern to prevent interference 
while paddling. A chest pack can be worn with the 

mandatory life vest to keep tip-
pet, nippers and flies close at 
hand, or you can simply store 

your flybox under your seat.   
            Casting can be done by turns, or anglers can 
cast across the bow and stern. Jeff and I have found that 
facing opposite while casting works well, as long as 
there’s no strong wind. Backhand, across-the-body 
casts and the water haul are techniques you should 
practice as well.  Canoe flyfishing will definitely give 
you a reason to increase your casting skills. When the 
fish are rising you won’t have to wait for your turn to 
make a cast, you can simply change your technique to 
suit the situation. 
            When bass fishing from the canoe, a 9 ft. rod 
will give you an added advantage. Remember that you 
will be casting while seated and the extra foot will keep 
your line up on your backcast, plus give you a little 
more muscle when dealing with bass bugs in a breeze.  
            Canoe flyfishing has become one of our favorite 
pastimes on rivers and lakes, especially since there are 
so many options available. I can honestly say that pur-
chasing “Maddlin” was one of the best investments we 
ever made. Many ponds and lakes in New York pro-
hibit motor boats and there’s a special peace to be 
found while paddling along a lily pad dotted shoreline, 
casting to each promising pocket, with only a couple of 
loons and shore birds for company. A box of crackers, a 
little wine and cheese in the cooler and 
you’ve got all the makings for a perfect  
day trip.

Tippy Canoe and Fly Rods Too  

Outdoor Life Network Fly Fishing Masters Competition 
 

            Flyrodders George Simon and Floyd Franke competed recently in the Northeastern Qualifier of Outdoor 
life Network’s Fly Fishing Masters Competition in Lake Placid New York. The casting competition was held at the 
pool above the dam in Wilmington, while the actual fly-fishing competition was held on the Hungry Trout’s 
“miracle mile” of the Ausable River. 
            First, they had to cast for both accuracy and distance. In the field of fifty teams, they came in fourth on day 
one and second on day two, which qualified them to move on to the fishing competition for the top eight teams. 
Fishing was judged on the total length of all of the fish caught. They did well on the first day of fishing placing 
first, but they were skunked on the second day in the semi-finals because the water temperature was 72 degrees. 
They placed second and during George’s interview he mentioned that his interest in fly-fishing was driven by his 
experiences with the Long Island Flyrodders. 
            The competition was filmed for the Outdoor Life Network and it is to be shown on the OLN channel on the 
sixth through eighth shows of their fall run.
