Whitefish Blitz

Let’s say you go to your favorite restaurant, sit
down and order the prime rib, medium rare. The
waiter comes back and tells you they are out of prime
rib and the only thing left on the menu is bacon .....
doyou: A) leave and seek out another restaurant ?
Or: B) makethebest of it and order a BLT ? Some-
timesthat BLT can turn out to be pretty good.

We were fishing our old favorite place on the
Hudson, in the town of Stillwater. It was a sunny
morning with a northwest breeze that was just enough
to convince me to change from a deer hair popper to a
Clouser. The fishing was slow, and by 9:00 | had
only landed 2 smallmouth, although the first fish went
adecent 16 inches and | was optimistic. After going
an hour with no takes, | began to lose my enthusiasm
and my mind drifted to thoughts of breakfast. | was
contemplating my options, bacon and eggs or cereal,
when | noticed some nervous water upstream and
across from the ledge | was perched on. At first |
thought it was just ariffle above aweed bed, but then
realized the disturbance was intermittent. Upon closer
study it looked like a mini bluefish blitz was going on
at the edge of the weeds, and the occasional shower of
tiny baitfish gave evidence of some serious harass-
ment going on. | made severa casts and felt afew
short strikes on the Clouser, but couldn’t hook what-
ever it was that was feeding there.

| snipped off the Clouser and began delving
into my chest pack, when | spotted anew fly | tied as
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LIFR Merchandise Corner
See all of the new

operated by Jim Foley.
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an experiment for spooky smallies — a chartreuse
bluegill pattern sized up and tied on a giant scud
hook. | dropped it gently into the midst of the melee
and immediately had afish on. | knew it wasn’t a
bass, but it was putting a very nice bend into the 6
weight, and it was challenge to keep it out of the
weeds. When | got it to hand | was amazed to see it
was a huge fallfish; aka chub, or whitefish. Thefish
went about about a pound and measured about 14
inches. | laughed and released it, then cast again and
caught another about the same size. By now Jeff was
looking across the river curiously and | hollered to
him“CHUBS!! BIG ones!!” He just shook his head
and went back to fishing the crater in front of him.

| continued to catch those big fallfish, one af-
ter the other, and each one fought harder than the one
before. In spite of their soft mouth they finally man-
aged to destroy the fly’ s deer hair shellback, but still
found it attractive enough to hit until araft of grass
went over and put them down for good. By then | was
hungry enough to quit, and started the long wade back
to the other side of theriver. | grinned at Jeff when |
caught up to him and celebrated my good fortune in
hitting the “blitz". Maybe they weren't bass, but |
was grateful for the tight lines. Sometimes blessings
come in disguises, even in the shape of alowly white
fish.

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ELDRED PRESERVE FISHING TRIP
SEPTEMBER 18 - 19, 2007

We ran this trip three yearsin arow and it was a
great success. We caught a variety of fish — bass, very
large blue gills, big crappie, pickerel, as well as some
nice trout. We also shot a couple of rounds of Sporting
Clays. Overal, we had a good time and enjoyed the ca-
maraderie. The accommodations were very good and
the food was excellent. Eldred is located approximately
two-and-a-haf hours from New York City and it is a
pleasant ride. This is a great trip to bring family and
friends and a great opportunity to introduce children to
fishing. The dates are September 18 — 19, 2007.

The cost for the trip is as follows: The room is
$75.00 plus tax, double occupancy. This means you
would split the cost of the room with someone. An extra
cot in the room costs an additional $8.00. Dinner isala
carte — you pay for what you select. The restaurant is
excellent. They will provide coffee in the rooms. We
will provide some Dunkin Donuts in the morning or you
can make arrangements to provide your own breakfast.

We are going to have a Bass Tournament on
September 19. The cost of the bass boat is $80.00 plus
tax, again, double occupancy, so you split this cost, aso.
There are two people per boat. The entry fee is $10.00
for each angler and the entry fees collected will be dis-
tributed to the First, Second and Third longest bass
caught. Further detailswill follow.

They aso have two large trout ponds. One is
Catch and Keep. It is stocked with trout. You have free
access to the Catch and Keep pond but must pay $6.25
per pound for whatever you catch. They will clean the
fish for you and pack it in ice for your journey home.
The cost for the cleaning isfifty cents per fish.

The other pond is Catch and Release. It is
stocked with trout and big catfish. It is for fly fishing
only, barbless hooks only. The cost for this pond is
$12.50 per person and you can fish al day.

You can aso go fishing nearby at Mongaup
Pond, Rondout Reservoir or the Delaware River.

They aso have Sporting Clays available. We
shot the Sporting Clays each time we went and had a lot
of fun doing it. The cost for around is $8.00 for twenty-
five clays. You can bring your own shotgun and ammu-
nition or you can rent a shotgun there for $5.00 and pur-
chase ammunition for $8.00 for a box of twenty-five
rounds. They provide ear protectors while you are
shooting.

They have a computerized gambling casino only
minutes away if you want to try your luck.

You can sign up at any meeting with Bill Far-
rington or me, Joe Caroleo, or you can call me at (718)
845-4225 between the hours of 9:00 am. to 9:00 p.m.
