For The Record

Whilefall isthe surf angler’ stimeto shine, it is
also the harbinger of the end of yet another season, es-
pecially for those of us who have been exposed to the
smell of gunpowder and the cackle of a cock pheasant.
| won’t bore you with the same old song about how to
care for your tackle before storing it away, instead |
would like to pass on something I’ ve taken to doing at
the end of the year; reading over my fishing log entries.

| began keeping alog in 1979, mostly to keep
track of where the most productive party boat drops
were located. As| evolved through my flyfishing life, |
found the log to be even more valuable as areference to
what hatches occurred where and when. True, each
year may be different in some respects, but there are
succinct patterns that are apparent when | read entries
from the same time frames. And when you coordinate
the time and place with the conditions you can really
put together the pieces.

For example, if | look back to April, 1998 and
seethat | fished the Y ellow Breeches during a period of
heavy rain and high water, | can use that information to
determine where | might fare best should the same con-
ditions arise. | can look up which patterns were suc-
cessful and even how | fished them.

Even more apparent is the value of the log for
the saltwater angler. Anyone who fishes the surf can
tell you there are some beaches that will produce better
on acertain tide. Recording the appearance of bait
each year will give you an idea of what flies you should
be carrying to “match the menu”.

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| can look up the summers we spent on the Hud-
son, in times of low water and refresh my memory as to
where we caught fish and where we didn’t. Perhaps a
lot of thisinformation is considered to be “no brainer”,
but there are details that can only be learned from ex-
perience and by paying alot of dues. Relying on my
memory alone has proven inadequate; it’s sketchy at
best. So prior to going on atrek (and spending money,
gas and energy) | find myself looking more and more to
thelog asaqguide.

My log also serves as an “atlas’ of sorts, with
directions to secret locations scribbled madly while
bouncing around in the back of aguide struck (i.e
make aright at the blue Chevy up on blocks in the cow
pasture ...). | even have references to which stations
you can pick up on the radio when you are winding
through the Blue Ridge Mountains, and which truck
stops are always open. So you can see how it has be-
come avaluable resource, a veritable “bible” of per-
sonal fishing lore.

Last, but not least is the magic that the logs
hold. Sometimes when the wind is blowing and the
sleet is hitting the window, | like to sit and open one of
the older volumes, and read about the good fish and
friends | was blessed with in the past. The magic is still
there, and sometimes | can see the beauty of the hook-
jawed brown and hear the song of theriver. The stories
make me smile and remember why it iswe wave a stick
in the water.
